CLS SCC ENROLMENT PHASE 1

Indication of Interest:

* Interested parents/guardians are invited to
iIndicate their interest and apply online.

« Parents/Guardians that are interested/eligible to
apply for Student Care Financial Assistance
(SCFA) must apply at this phase to obtain the In-
Principle Approval (IPA) before enrolling in the
SCC. The application processing time may take
approximately 4-8 weeks.

« All applicants will be informed of the outcome of
their SCC application.



CLS SCC ENROLMENT PHASE 2

Registration:

CLS will contact the successful applicants to
complete the online SCC registration.

Parents/guardians who has completed the online
SCC registration form will proceed to CLS SCC
Enrolment Phase 3 - Payment.

Parents/guardians who have applied for SCFA
subsidy and successfully obtain the IPA are
required to upload their IPA into the online
SCC registration form.



CLS SCC ENROLMENT PHASE 3

Payment:

Your child’s enrolment at the SCC will only be
confirmed upon the completion of the registration
form and payment of SCC registration fees.

Please note that parents/guardians who have
applied for SCFA subsidy and yet to obtain the

IPA are required to pay the full SCC fees to
complete SCC enrolment.



CLS SCC FEES

One-off registration fee (per student): $30.00
SCC programme fee (per month)*: $240.00
One month deposit fee (non-refundable): $240.00
Polo tee**: $13.00
Skorts/Shorts: $15.00
School Holiday/School Closure daily surcharge (per day)**: $6.00

* SCC programme fee are also payable during the June and December holidays.

** With the purchase of the first (1st) Polo Tee, a complimentary pair of shorts/skorts
will be provided. Parents/guardians are strongly encouraged to purchase additional
pairs of shorts/skorts, if necessary.

*** School Holiday/School Closure surcharge will apply to all students who require
SCC services during school holidays and on school closure days during school term,
regardless of the duration of time in attendance.



STUDENT CARE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE (SCFA)

children from working families whose gross household
income (GHHI) is $4,500 or less for families with 4 or fewer
members, or per capita income (PCl) of $1,125 or less for
families with 5 or more members in Student Care Centres

(SCCs).
